The IST4Balt is a multi-partner action that intends to 
promote and coordinate IST innovation activities in 
EU entering Baltic States (Latvia, Lithuania and 
Estonia). The project will develop IST Information 
Dissemination Centre in each Baltic country. The 

 will organise seven all-Baltic major 
conferences, seven technical/training workshops 
and provide distant and face-to-face training to 
promote FP6 and other EU programmes in Baltic 
States. Several IST tools for practical team work 
between EU and Baltic States will be selected and 
proposed for implementation. The project will result 
in creation of Trans-Baltic IST Association, which will 
coordinate efforts of Baltic States in European 
Information Society development during and after 
the end of the IST4Balt.
